DAY 2 Keflavik, lceland: lceland is full of surprises _ for one,it isn't covered in icel lt,s a stunning mix of green plains, wildvolcanic scenery, beautiful coast
hot springs, mud pools and sooh rs'

to the South Shore begins with a lourney througn smail villages
and farmlands to the majestic mountains with vrews including
Mt, Hekla, the most acti,ye volcano in lceland, and the towerino.
rce-capped strato volcano Eyjafjallajokull, which last erupted
in 2010. lceland is also l'amous for its waterfa,s and you,ll see
two of the most magnifi.ent-the serjarandsfoss which tumbres
over high rock escarpments allowlng you to walk behind the
waterfall, and Skogafoss. Learn about the preservation of the
Southern lceland cultural heritage on the visit to Skogar Folk
Museum. Exploration continues to Dyrholaey, a magnificent
rocky headland with sheu.r cliffs, en route to the village of Vik.
Head to the seashore, flanked by steep bird cliffs rising high
above the beautiful blaclt sand beach. In the sea, JUSt outside
of Vik, see the Reynisdrarngar Rocks which stand 216 feet
aoove sea level at their hrighest point. Meat: B

DAY 4 Feykjanes peninsula / Blue Lagoon: This morning,
head for the rough tracks of Reykjanes, one of the most active
vorcanic areas in rcerand, Visit the geothermar area of Krvsuvik

and Lake Kleifarvatn with its hot springs and solfatares. Themoonlike surroundings of the lake n"r[, taif to leave a strongrmpression on visitors!

A remarkabre rife enriching experience is a visit to the BrueLagoon - a lake of w
i n te rn atio n a I ru," n o*'llT ifi:'fl J:[ T:T::T,*ffi: .the middle of a lava field in the pure a-nd beautiful lcelandic
wilderness, water is heated by underground votcanic activity ata depth of 5,400 feet and is pumped io the surface to form thisman-made wonder. The Blue Lagoon is known for its specialproperties and its beneficiar effect on the skin. Visitors from arlover the world come here in search of health, relaxation andan exotic experience. you,ll have an opportunity to soak in thepteasantly warm mineral_rich water. Meat: B

DAY 5 Reykjavik: Reykjavik, tcetand,s capitat city of 100,000
peopre, is unique in many ways. This capitar is a modern city
with a variety of restaurants, museums, galleries and theaters.
Heated entirely by geothermal water, it is home to ttre
"smoking bay", so named for the rising steam that greeted the
city's Viking founder, Angorfr Arnarsson, as he saired into the
bay here in 874 AD. The city center is the heart of Reykjavik
and home to many charming historic buildings of stone and
timber contrasting with imaginative modern architecture. rt
has the features of a modern society complemented by
a close connection to natural wonders right on the city,s
doorstep. Hot springs, glaciers, lava fields, midnight sun,
waterfalls, northern lights, volcanoes and bizarre tandscapes _
the city has them alll

On the included panoramic city tour of the world,s most
northerly capital, see the old town center, parhament,
cathedral, harbor, National Museum, ,,pearl,,and 

Hofoi House
(site of the lceland summit of 1986), and Hallgrrmskirkja
Church whose steeple is a landmark of the citv.

DAY 6 The Golden Circle: On the fuil-day tour of the Gotden
Circle, enjoy scenic drives along with the geological and
historic sites of the islarrd. Your excursion includes a drive to
the UNESCO World Heritage Site of Thingveilir National park.

A remarkable geological site, it is one of the few spots in the
world where the Mid-Atlantic Ridge is seen above water. The
amazing canyon that rurns through the park is a meeting point
of two of the earth's tectonic plates. The park is situated by
Lake Thingvallavatn, the largest lake on the island. The park
is also the most historic site on the island as the world's oldest
democratic parliament vuas founded here in 930 AD.

You'll see outstanding natural wonders when you visit
Geysir, lceland's most famous area for thermal activity, View
"Strokku/', one of the most active geysers, and "Gullfoss"
(Golden Waterfall), lcelernd's most famous waterfall. Before
returning to the hotel, a visit to a local farm gives you the
chance to meet some ol' the native lcelandic horses, as well
as learn about the growing of healthy tomatoes using green
energy, pure water and organic pest controls. This evening,
join your travel companions for the farewell dinner.
