W. K. Kellogg Manor House is the former summer estate 
of cereal magnate W. K. Kellogg and his wife, Dr. Carrie Staines Kellogg. Enjoy 
a lovely plated lunch from the grand sitting room. A tour of the home will follow. 
A Grand Rapids, MI city tour featuring the Heritage Hall Neighborhood. 
Heritage Hill is one of the largest urban historic districts in the 
country. It was the first “neighborhood” of Grand Rapids and 

offers Michigan’s largest and finest collection of 19th and early 20th century houses. A 
light fare Dinner at the Drury Inn Kickback before an evening at the Devos Preforming 
Hall with the production of The Great Gatsby, a Broadway Musical extravaganza that 

explodes with life and energy. Based on the American novel by F. 
Scott Fitzgerald, the Tony Award®-winning musical is an 
unforgettable journey of love, wealth and tragedy that brings the 
Roaring Twenties to life on stage. Day 2: We continue the 1920 theme at the 
Gilmore Car Museum. The Gilmore Car Museum is North America's largest 
auto museum with over 400 vehicles of America’s Signature Collections with 
extraordinary vehicles that date from the birth of the auto to present day.  The 
Museum’s 90-acre Historic Campus features numerous vintage structures 
including a restored and fully-functioning 1941 Silk City Diner, a 
recreated 1930s Shell Station, seven onsite Partner Museums, 
and more.
