     Featuring Full Day LaCross WI to Red Wing MN Mississippi River Cruise,  
Upper Dells Boat Ride, House on the Rock and Circus World

Day 1: Travel West and North to Wisconsin’s Heartland and La crosse WI nestled along the 
Mississippi River. Lunch at the Machine Shed in Rockford IL and dinner at Wisconsin’s very own 
Culvers. Day 2: No Motorcoach today. Grab your hat, sunglasses, and your sailing attire for a Full 
ALL-DAY Cruise on the Mighty Mississippi aboard the Celebration Belle-the largest non-gaming 
excursion riverboat on upper Mississippi River. The 770 passenger Celebration Belle was built in 1986. We will be 
cruising North to Red Wing MN. Enjoy Breakfast, Lunch, and the Famous Prime Rib Dinner are all on board the 
riverboat plus fabulous entertainment, Captain’s narration, scenic views, wildlife, experience cruising through the lock 
and dams and so much more. Plenty of outdoor seating and an elevator on board too! Day 3: While in Red Wing, a visit 
to the Red Wing Shoe store. Explore how a local merchant's vision for crafting durable, comfortable footwear grew into 

a global brand sold in 110+ countries. Visit the museum to see how the company began, 
discover historic artifacts and exhibits, and check out the world’s largest boot—a size 
638 ½ made from 80 hides of leather, standing over 20 feet tall. Dive 
deeper into our legacy with rare artifacts, including WWII-era Sky trooper 

boots, a virtual factory tour, and an inside look at the making of the legendary #877 boot. Pottery Museum 
of Red Wing has a colorful history of producing clay products back to the mid-1800s. More than 6,000 
vintage pieces of artisan-crafted stoneware, art pottery, dinnerware and folk art bring the story of historic 
Red Wing to life in dozens of exhibits. After lunch we travel to the Wisconsin Dells. A Visit to the Lost 

Canyon, where we board horse drawn carriages and take a ride through the cliff-walled 
gorges of the South shores of Lake Delton. In the deepest parts of the Lost Canyon, the sheer 
rock and sand-stone walls have not felt the touch of sun in in more than 50,000 years. This 
evening the largest Wild West family-friendly stunt show in the USA – and 
the funniest. Sneaky Pete’s Wild West Dinner Show is a jaw-dropping, 
action-packed show featuring a HUGE cast of singers, dancers, comedians, 

musicians, stunt performers, and even live animals!  You’ll meet their scene-stealing trained dogs, 
goats, and even their flying pig!  With daring stunts, toe-tappin’ tunes, surprise twists, and belly laughs 
from start to finish. Cowboys, saloon girls, outlaws tell a (mostly true) tale of how the Dells became 
the Dells. And COME HUNGRY because they’re servin’ up an All-You-Can-Eat Family-Style Three-Course Feast. 
Day 4: Visit the Circus World Museum at Baraboo, WI where we can experience our childhood. From the world’s 

largest collection of restored historic circus wagons to seven National Historic 
Landmark structures that more than a century ago were the original winter quarters 
home to the Ringling Bros. Circus and are now filled with 
thousands of circus treasures, you’ll delight in this 
extraordinary, one-of-a-kind wonder. Enjoy the Jubilee 250 

Big Top Show - a breathtaking fusion of stunning artistry, heart-pounding acrobatics and jaw 
dropping feats of skill – all inside our traditional BIG TOP circus tent!  A star-spangled revelry, with 
a extravagant, patriotic theme is filled with Daredevils of the Flying Trapeze, Amazing aerial feats 
on the Russian Swing, Gravity-defying Motorcycle Highwire Challenge, Astounding acts of Incredible Horsemanship, 
Quintessential clowning, World-Class Jugglers and More! After the show, we’ll experience a 2-hour boat tour of the 

Upper Dells featuring breathtaking views of the towering sandstone cliffs on the 
Wisconsin River. Learn the details of how these geologic wonders came to be and 
hear the Dell’s history with the native American tales and folklore. We’ll make two 
shore landings to see the famous dog jump at Stand Rock and to explore the 
eerie Witches Gulch. Dinner at the Big Lux Grill. Day 5: Free time this morning 

in Wisconsin Dells. Our Afternoon is spent at the House on the Rock, a sure bucket list site for everyone. The Ultimate 
Experience of the world’s most unique collections. See the special design of the Infinity room soaring 156 ft above the 
valley floor, the World’s Largest Carousel featuring 269 handcrafted animals, 20,000 lights, and 

182 chandeliers and the enormous sea creature longer than Statue of Liberty is 
tall, the Doll House room, and the only 80 musical instrument orchestra. A short 
drive to Verona WI for our Lodging and a buffet dinner of Pizza and Fried Chicken 
at Pizza Ranch. Day 6: We make our way home, but not before a surprise. The 

surprise has been featured on The Oprah Winfrey Show, Jeopardy, To Tell the Truth, and You Bet Your
