Day l: Thursday, March '11,20.27 Honolulu, O'ahu
Aloho!Your adventure begins on the sun-drenched
beaches of Waikiki.

Learn about its cultural significance and create one of
your own to bring home. This evening, enjoy dinner
Hawaiian-style, at a traditional polvnesian luau*
featuring endless tropical drinks and a sumptuous feast.
